Mayor Tree called to meeting to order at 6:05pm.
Opening Ceremony

1. Review and Approve minutes from February 10, 2021 Town Council Meeting.
Motion to accept the minutes from January 13, 2021 with corrections by Member Nelson.
             Seconded by Council Member Nielson. 3 Aye. 1 Naye. Motion passes 3 to 1
2. Review and Approve February 10, 2021 - March 10, 2021 Bills/Payroll.
Member John Asked about paying the previous clerk while training the new clerk. She would not be signing the checks for it, because she was not clear on what it was.
Mayor Tree Explained that she was still doing the job while training and would be paid $1,000.
Katherine Munns Said that it would include future help she would provide by doing taxes, budget, and any other questions or problems that may arise once she is not training new clerk.
Member John “When Leslie trained her, we voted on $200 or $250 a month. So, we are paying two people $500 a month?”
Mayor Tree “No she wouldn’t be $500 a month. It’s a thousand divided by three which is not $500 a month.”
Member John “Well question I got a text saying she would be done training in February”
Mayor Tree “No that she will stay on until March, that was the training. Then she will come back for the budget and the audit, but that is a great question.”
Member John “Because we voted on Leslie and it was $200.”
Mayor Tree “If you think it’s to high, what do you want to vote on?”
Motion to pay the bills for February 10, 2021- March 10, 2021 by Council Member Nielson. Seconded by Council Member Nelson. All aye. Motion approved.
3. Review Financial Report, Bank Reconciliation and Water Adjustments or Write-offs.
Mayor Tree Pointed out that in the general fund it says 92% was spent. Then he said that they will be putting in $22,000 when they do the agenda, which they will do before they finalize it. Stating that they still have $22,000 in the general fund.
Member Nelson “Where is the big overage for the spend then? To get the 93%.”
Mayor Tree “The Cares, $22,733.00”
Member John Asked if they fixed that every month
Mayor Tree Explained that they were advised not to fix it monthly, but  to fix it when they go to approve last years budget and we make the new one.
Member Nelson Asked where Mayor Tree got $22,733.00? Then questioned why it says 0.00%? Wondering why it wouldn’t say it’s a percentage greater than 100%?
Mayor Tree and Katherine Munns Explained that the fund did not include that money because the money was not in the fund and that they did not have the money.
Member Nelson Explained that it would make even more sense if it was a greater number because such a greater amount was spent than is in the budget.
Mayor Tree “The state told us we needed to put it in and then Pelorus added it in for us.”
Member Nelson “They added the GL and that’s why it’s specific for it?”
Mayor Tree “Exactly, we should look into it. Any other questions?”
Member Nelson Asked why the insurance has gone up
Katherine Munns Explained that the new ambulance could have affected the increased cost for insurance.  She will look into it to be sure. And explained that they overpaid and it could be the credit on the account.
Mayor Tree Reminded the council that it doesn’t matter the amount of each line item just the total at the end.
Katherine Munns Then answered the questions from last meeting regarding price increase in propane. 
4. Discuss Plans and vote on Easter Activities
Council agrees on doing a drive by Easter, and handing out premade Easter goodie bags on April 3rd 8- 10 am with the budget of $250.
Member John motioned to do an Easter drive by with little bag goodies on April 3rd 8-10 am. Seconded by Member Nielson. All aye. Motion Approved.
5. Vote on Mitigation Resolution 2021-01								        
Will change the names to the current Council Members
4 ayes. 1 abstain.  Motion passes.
6. Discuss and vote on Water Master Assistant personnel pay
Council discussed what to pay the Water Master Assistant who is training to become the new Water Master, and will begin in June.
Member Nelson motioned to pay the Assistant Water Master during the training period $12.50 an hour. Seconded by Member John. All aye. Motion approved.
7. Vote on Planning and Zoning Agenda Deadline.
Member John explained the reasons for wanting the deadline extended to one week. 
Member John motioned that notification to be on the Planning and Zoning agenda needs to be a week prior to the meeting. Seconded by Member Nelson. All aye. Motion approved.
8. Vote on Naugle shed building permit
Member John presented the plans for the shed and explained how it met all setbacks and requirements, will have no power or water, and just needs to pay $100 for the permit.
Member John motioned to accept Andrew Naugle’s building permit for his pole barn and he will be 202103. Seconded by Member Nielson. All aye. Motion approved. 
9. Discuss only no vote information and ideas: possible subdivision/planned unit development, from committee with information for GRAMA request and etc….
Member John explains concerns about having enough water for the town and a subdivision, based on the 40-year plan.
Member Nelson Suggests to figure out if that is enough water by going off years with low water, and make sure it includes irrigation for those who use it.
Member Nelson assigned to look into topic.
10. Discuss and Possible vote and all other section that apply, entire Section 107.0 Animal and Fowl Regulations (proposed changes). The changes will not be official until a properly advertised public hearing is held, where the final votes will be cast.
Member John explained the changes made to Section 107.0 and answered any questions and concerns about the changes. 
Member Nelson Suggested that instead of it being referred to as a Kennel, there should be a limit of the number of dogs you can have based on your size of lot.
Member John Suggested adding dogs to the animal unit instead of the Kennel Regulations.
Member John motioned to accept 107.0,107.1,107.2, with the correction to the Fowl Unit, and we will discuss Apiary and Aviary later, so we will revote on those, 107.3, 107.4, 107.5 with own taken out of the chart, 107.6, 107.7,107.8, and revisit 107.9. Seconded by Member Nelson. All aye. Motion approved.
